
FISH! VIDEO (11 minutes)

Lesson Goals:

· Introduction to The FISH! Philosophy
Materials Needed:

· FISH! Philosophy (Student Activity A)

Classroom Activities:

1. VIDEO – Turn on TV to Channel 3 to view FISH! Video. 

2.  Before video, explain to the class that this year’s advisories are going to be based on theme, “The FISH! Philosophy.” Remember last year the advisory theme was, “Celebrate What’s Right with the World.” The FISH! principles will help celebrate what’s right!
3. Before video, hand out Student Activity A and ask students to look for examples of each of the following components of The FISH! theme:

a. Be There 

b. Play 

c. Make Their Day 

d. Choose Your Attitude 

4.  Following the video, have students share which components they were able to identify in the video and put Student Activity A in their binder. They will need it again.
5. Wrap Up – Explain to class that next week we will review FISH! Philosophy further and make our binders ready for a FISH! Advisory year.
